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Commission OKs monorail studies

A group hoping to build a monorail must clear several procedural hurdles before construction can begin, the Clark County Commission agreed Monday. 
The commission voted 7-0 to approve a timeline for a series of studies the MGM-Bally's (Hilton) Monorail Limited Liability Co. must complete. They cover issues such as how the proposed above-grade train will be financed to what route it will take to how traffic will be affected. The deadlines span from this month through Aug. 9. 


Monorail proponents will report to the commission late this month or in early February on the status of the monorail route. Under the current franchise agreement, the system would go through some residential areas. But negotiations are ongoing to devise a path that would cover more of the Strip. 
The privately funded $350 million system would go from the MGM Grand to the Sahara hotel with stops at several casinos in between.
